The Brothers (Dois Irmãos), written by the Amazonian novelist Milton Hatoum, tells of the conflicts between two deeply different twin brothers in a family of Lebanese immigrants to the Brazilian city of Manaus. A dramatic portrait of a region that is routinely defined in biological, economic, and ethnographic terms, the story happens in a growing metropolis which has ties with both the surrounding river and forest. 

[image: image10.wmf]There are, to be sure, plenty of other realistic fictions about the Amazon. Hatoum's novel is, however, quite different from these other works in a number of ways. First, the book is one of a very small number of works by authors born in the Amazon that have obtained national and international recognition. The only real comparison in this regard is the work of Márcio Souza, also from Manaus, author of Mad Maria. Then too, in its focus not upon the forest but on the city, the novel stands apart from the great majority of other literary portraits of the region. 

In this novel Manaus is not shown as a remote jungle village, but as a today's industrial metropolis of 1.5 million persons. Although indigenous people do appear in its pages, they live together with recent arriving immigrants from various other corners of the world. The central place of Manaus in the novel effectively emphasizes the urban reality of today's Amazon—a region of some 23 million people, over half of whom now live in big and little cities.

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	Joaquim Maria Machado de Assis (1839-1908)
Machado de Assis was born in Rio de Janeiro, the son of a house painter and a Portuguese woman. Machado received little formal education. He learned French from a neighboring baker. Machado worked as a printer's apprentice at the National Press, and later he was a salesman and a proof-reader in a bookshop. During these years he started to write stories, poems, and novels. He began to gain fame as a poet in his mid-twenties, and by the late 1860s he had become a successful Brazilian man of letters. 

 He is widely regarded as Brazil's greatest novelist. Machado wrote nine novels, eight short-story collections, four volumes of poetry, 13 plays, and numerous critical essays. He often satirized middle-class values and behavior. Machado de Assis was an astute observer of the human mind and he revealed its dark sides. He shared with many authors of his period a reformist concern, but his view was colored with irony and skepticism. 

His most famous novel, Dom Casmurro, is marvelously humorous, and sinister.  Machado creates provoking unresolvable doubts in the reader's mind.  It's no wonder that he is considered Brazil's greatest novelist and Capitu his most fascinating heroine; like the Mona Lisa, much lies hidden behind a superb portrait.  If you've never heard of Machado de Assis, do yourself a favor and seek him out.  He's well worth the effort.

The Da Vinci Code reached number one in the New York Times Best Seller list the week it was published in 2003, and has sold over 40 million copies worldwide.

The author, Dan Brown, recently won a court case in which he was accused of plagiarism. Two historians, Michael Baigent and Richard Leigh, accused Brown of using ideas from their 1982 book, Holy Blood, Holy Grail. In fact, this is the second time Brown has been accused of plagiarism: he won a similar battle against the American Lewis Perdue, author of the 1983 novel, The Da Vinci Legacy. 


The controversy has increased sales of all the books involved, and has provided excellent publicity for the film version of The Da Vinci Code, an intriguing thriller combining religious symbolism, murder and secret societies.

J K Rowling was born near Bristol in 1965. She always wanted to be a writer, and her first book was called Rabbit, which she wrote when she was six years old. She grew up in a town in the south-west of England, and when she left school, she went to Exeter University. After that, she moved to London and worked for Amnesty International.

She first had the idea for a Harry Potter book in 1990 when she was on a long train journey. But in the same year, she went to Oporto in Portugal and worked as an English teacher. When she was there, she met a Portuguese journalist – they got married and had a baby. Unfortunately, the marriage wasn’t a long one and she left with her baby daughter, in 1993. She came back to Britain and lived in a small flat in Edinburgh. She was unemployed and didn’t have much money, but she continued writing. She also did a teaching course and then became a French teacher in a school in Edinburgh. In 1997, Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone was published.

Rowling’s first three books sold over 35 million copies in three years, and in 2001 Chris Columbus made the first Harry Potter film. J K Rowling still lives in Edinburgh.

Dance: A Constantly Evolving Tradition

There is no time like the present to look at the future of American dance. So much keeps coming, so much is left behind, and the uncertainty and immense promise of all that lies ahead tell us that the young century is witnessing a watershed in American dance history. Candid shots of American artists on the move reveal a wide-open landscape of dance, from classical to modern to postmodern and beyond.

Each of our dance traditions carries a distinctive flavor, and each demands attention: the living legacies of George Balanchine and Antony Tudor, the ever-surprising genius of Merce Cunningham, the all-American exuberance of Paul Taylor, the social commitment of Bill T. Jones and Joe Goode, together with a vibrant new generation of American dance-makers who are responding to the amazing growth of dance companies and their audiences from coast to coast.

Most of all, the optimism and sheer daring that have long marked American dance are alive and well from New York to San Francisco, from Miami to Seattle, and from Houston to our capital in Washington, D.C. They are alive in Mark Morris's cheery iconoclasm, in Lar Lubovitch's invention, in Michael Smuin's jazzy abandon, in Broadway's newfound love of dance, in every daring bit of performance art that tries to redefine what dance is and what it is not. American dancers today represent the finest, most exciting, and most diverse aspects of our country's cultural riches.

The phenomenal aspect of dance is that it takes two to give meaning to the phenomenon. The meaning of a dance arises not in a vacuum but in public, in real life, in the magical moment when an audience witnesses a performance. What makes American dance unique is not just its distinctive, multicultural mix of influences, but also the distinctively American mix of its audiences. That mix is even more of a melting pot as the new millennium unfolds. And it makes for a uniquely varied, gripping tale of dance and dancers facing a new era.

Ours is a constantly changing tradition whose very vitality is what we will bequeath future generations: the cowboys and sailors alongside the magical swans and sugar plums, the dances of political questioning and the dances of pure joy of movement, the selflessness and optimism, the generosity of spirit, the elemental theatrical excitement that is the promise of each rising curtain.

American dance stays alive by ensuring that it never remains the same, that it is a living tradition, the American tradition. Enriching that tradition involves not just looking ahead to the next surprise but also looking back with both pride and affection at the giants of American dance who have made the future possible. Happy 120th? Science Pushes Human Longevity

How long can humans conceivably live? In most developed countries, life expectancy has grown steadily to an average of 75 years. But scientists are exploring ways to extend lifespan to lengths that seem inconceivable now . perhaps 120 years and beyond.

Ideally, future centenarians who avail themselves to life-prolonging advances won.t suffer the familiar frailties of old age. The goal is for them to retain their youthful vitality, rather than add extra years of decline. 

Several studies show lifespans can be stretched far beyond normal limits. In one example, a professor at the University of California in San Francisco has doubled the lifespans of simple roundworms from two weeks to a month by altering the function of a single gene, known as daf-2. Even near death, these mutated worms look better than normal worms half their age. Their bodies are smooth and plump, and they wriggle along like much younger worms. 

It’s amazing that they look so healthy., she said.

The daf-2 gene has two counterparts in mammals, both conserved during evolution. One is the insulin receptor, or tiny cell structure, that controls levels of blood sugar. By inactivating this receptor in mouse fat cells, scientists can lengthen the rodents. lifespans by up to 18 percent.

Even longer lifespans are achieved by changing the daf-2’s other counterpart, known as insulin-like growth factor, or IGF-1. Reduce this gene’s function and mice can live up to 33 percent longer than average.

Why? Preliminary evidence suggests the mice suffer less cell and organ damage from naturally corrosive oxidants, which play a role in aging. What’s more, the animals are less susceptible to age-related diseases, including cancer.

“They’re more youthful, and so naturally more resistant to these diseases”, the professor said.

Understanding Stress

What is the cause of stress? Have life, work and even playtime really become much harder to cope with than in the past? Some experts doubt it.

According to academic David Wainwright, co-author of “Work Stress: The Making of a Modern Epidemic”, life has not necessarily become more stressful.

.Stress theorists say there is a “stress epidemic” because we are all facing greater psychological demands, for instance balancing increased job demands with childcare commitments, he says. According to him, the contemporary obsession with stress is a result of cultural changes in our beliefs about mental resilience. We live in a culture that constantly bombards us with the claim that the trials and tribulations of everyday life are likely to cause “emotional scarring” or .psychological damage.. “These claims make us believe we are incapable of overcoming virtually any form of personal hardship”, says Mr. Wainwright. In short, we are almost “encouraged to become stressed out.”
Stress specialist Angela Patmore has also noted that today’s “stress epidemic” cannot possibly be explained by life becoming harder-because it hasn’t. Contrasting today’s claims of widespread work stress with what people had to endure in the past, she asks: “How can a few phones going off be more stressful than seeing the plague carts go past?”
Ms. Patmore is concerned about our tendency to view stress as an illness. Stress management theory is based on the idea that stress is a disease which should be managed or potentially cured. But Patmore says the “stress response.” where our heart rate and blood pressure go up, our muscles tense, and our pupils dilate . in fact helps us to cope with and overcome adversity.

“The stress response is actually a survival mechanism of some importance., she says. “Triggered when we face challenges to our well-being, this “fight or flight” response is designed to galvanise us into action. For a short time it enhances our mental and physical skills, and it is associated with brainwaves, focused attention and creativity.”
Rather than getting stressed out about stress responses, says Ms. Patmore, we should embrace them as “helping us through hard times.”
